OSCEs on Ethics – Possible questions

1. Elderly Italian patient in hospital for investigation for abdominal distension. CT scan of abdomen shows he has metastatic liver cancer. You are the intern of the unit who has been looking after him. The family does not want you to tell him.
2. The consultant surgeon turns up to theatre drunk. He is about to scrub up and do a surgical case. What do you do?
3. Mock interview using an interpreter.
4. Health Promotion – Patient sees you for a separate problem but you notice that he has also the following problems: 

Obesity – He weighs 130kg 

Smoking – smokes 2 packets/day
Alc – Binge drinks on weekend
Other issues to think about
Self-care – BALANCE between WORK and LIFE. 

Need to but sensitive if any colleague is getting depressed – and how you can help them!(Note: 2 recent cases of Registrars committing suicide – at Alfred and at St V’s   - what the system can do to help prevent these in future; support and help)
Allocation of health care resources

Expensive medications – eg chemotherapy drugs
Expensive coronary stents, joint replacement systems 

How can Australia afford to provide all this for everyone? Do we increase Medicare tax?
