4) mum’s got thalassaemia minor, preg 12w (what advice do u give her?) ( i said: test father, refer genetics.. ha)
5) lady with fever of 38.5degC, 2d after forceps delivery (ddx? if there are no localising signs on examination, what ix would you carry out?)
6) non reactive trace on CTG for 40min (what are the causes? what can you do to make sure that the fetus is not hypoxic?)

8) shoulder dystocia (causes? what do you do, in sequence?)
